Technical Data Sheet: IB Clad Metal Connection System

Product Description: IB Joint Connection System consists of a 60
mil. thick Poly-Vinyl-Chloride (PVC) non-reinforced cover strip designed
to be welded directly to the butt ends of IB Clad Edge and Gravel Stop
Metal, and a adhesive single sided foil tape that is used as a bond breaker
to prevent heat bonding. When used at the end joints of clad metal, the
inherent flexibility allows for the clad metals to expand and contract but
maintain a water-tight connection. The last component is a 6” wide, precut
50 mil. reinforced membrane that is than perimeter welded to the edge/
gravel stop metal and the perimeter field membrane.

Advantages:

+ Foil tape prevents the solid welding of the unsupported cover strip to
the clad metal

+ Unsupported cover strip allows for the edge or gravel stop metals to move

independently while maintaining a water tight connection

Unsupported cover strip can be formed and welded to shape difficult or

unusual connections

Unsupported cover strip and 6” wide stripping ply is available in all the

standard membrane colors

Unsupported cover strip can be painted to match desire trim colors
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
